Weaving the “Nets of Protection” together!

In the first week of January everyone will have the chance to contribute to saving the lives of
Ukrainians at the frontlines by weaving the camouflage nets. These are the nets woven by
volunteers all over the world, including in other cities of the Netherlands. We will be making such
a net for the first time in Nijmegen.

The nets are necessary for masking Ukrainian equipment and structures at the front lines. For
winter we will make nets using white fabrics. By creating such a disguise, volunteers take care of
the Ukrainian defenders. This very net together with other similar ones will go directly to the front
lines. Net weaving is also an opportunity to connect with each other during the festive season in
Nijmegen, establish closer ties between Ukrainians and the local community in Nijmegen,
together helping those who are in the cold trenches fighting for freedom in Europe.

The net weaving is made possible through the collaboration with VATAHA, a Platform for
Ukrainian art and culture in the Netherlands, based on the tested weaving technique from the
association "Under an umbrella" from Zaporizhzhia.

Discussion on the impact of war on Ukrainian culture with a special classical music concert

Russian aggression has had a devastating impact on Ukrainian culture, as many buildings were
destroyed and looted and many talented people have perished in war or are still fighting for freedom.
Many Ukrainian artists found shelter abroad, including in the Netherlands. Despite the hardships,
they continue creating and finding new artistic inspiration.

We invited Ukrainian and Dutch artists to discuss the impact of war on their works and collaboration:

Alina Bielun is a conceptual artist, who unexpectedly found herself in the Netherlands, as a social
worker and community artist. What are the goals of Alina’s art now, as Ukrainian? Formation of
personal+national identity and looking for a new language for building communication bridges.

Max Hikm is a street and visual artist currently based in the Netherlands, working as a product
designer while dedicating his free time to his creative pursuits. Actively engaged in various Ukrainian
social projects, Max also supports the community of Ukrainian creatives in the Netherlands.

Anna Kakhiani is an interdisciplinary artist from Ukraine based in Amsterdam. Anna explores themes
including processing forced changes, empathy, and the connection between body awareness and
decision-making. Anna is also investigating archetypes related to moments of insight and inspiration
through participatory practices and art workshops.

Dima (Trach Bardo) is a figurative painter based in Amsterdam. His art is deeply rooted in storytelling,
aiming to immerse viewers in different universes. While storytelling is often linked to writing or film,
he tells stories through his vibrant, eye-catching paintings, often depicting Mediterranean aesthetics
and hospitality objects.

The discussion will be moderated by a Dutch artist Niek Verschoor, who is actively involved in
supporting Ukraine through his latest works. In the last 40 years, Niek has been generating attention

Mykhaylo Bilych, a soloist of the National House of Chamber and Organ Music of Ukraine and Galyna
Bilych, a member of the National Symphonic Orchestra of Ukraine. They will perform pieces by
Ukrainian composers Mykola Lysenko and Reinhold Gliere, as well as special arrangements of
Ukrainian folk songs for violin and piano.
